Do you know that in Australia we have one of the highest rates of asbestos-related disease in the world?

And that it is still in millions of Australian homes and buildings? it's estimated to kill about 4,000 people every year.

That's double the number of road deaths asbestos is present in Australian homes, workplaces and the environment.

Because there is no known safe level of exposure to harmful asbestos fibres.

That's why we have the National Strategic Plan for asbestos awareness and management

To bring all levels of government and non-government organizations together.

To work to prevent asbestos exposure so we can eliminate asbestos-related disease.

Asbestos – the issue]

The plan has four key priorities over the next five years. 

The first priority is to make people aware most Australians know they should stay clear of asbestos fibres but many don't know how much asbestos is out there, where it might be found and what to do to stay safe.

The second priority is to identify asbestos containing materials and determine their conditions so they can be maintained safely until they are removed.

We need to make sure the risk of natural disasters exposing asbestos is planned for and that everyone is doing the right thing.

Priority number three is to make sure harmful asbestos is removed and disposed of safely, especially around public places.

We're educating to protect against asbestos exposure here and overseas.

But managing a problem this big means everyone has to work together to make sure we're efficient, effective, and coordinated.
